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1. Overall description:
ETSI ISG NFV would like to notify to the IETF TEAS about the start of the work in the ETSI NFV SOL working group of analysing protocol and data model solutions aiming at fulfilling the requirements and information model about “multi-site connectivity services” specified in the published ETSI GS NFV-IFA 032 "Management and Orchestration; Interface and Information Model Specification for Multi-Site Connectivity Services". GS NFV-IFA 032 specifies the interfaces for management of multi-site connectivity services, produced by a WAN Infrastructure Manager (WIM). The specification also describes the operations and the information elements that are exchanged over these interfaces.
The latest published version of the GS NFV-IFA 032 is available at the following link https://www.etsi.org/deliver/etsi_gs/NFV-IFA/001_099/032/03.03.01_60/gs_NFV-IFA032v030301p.pdf
The work item performing the analysis is DGR/NFV-SOL017 "Protocols and Data Models; Report on protocol and data model solutions for Multi-site Connectivity Services". In the work item, a number of existing (or in progress) protocol and data model solutions are being considered. The expectation is that the IETF Abstraction and Control of TE Networks (ACTN) will also be analysed. In our understanding, the scope of functionality of the interfaces exposed by the WIM in the GS NFV-IFA 032 can potentially map to the functionality offered by the ACTN framework.
In order to determine the feasibility to analyse the IETF ACTN and the schedule of completion of the DGR/NFV-SOL017, the ETSI ISG NFV would welcome receiving more information about the:
· The relevant RFC and Internet Drafts for IETF ACTN.
· The status (completed, ongoing) of the specifications, and if ongoing, the expected dates of completion and/or stable draft.
Currently, the DGR/NFV-SOL017 is in an “early draft” status. Ongoing drafts of the DGR/NFV-SOL017 are available in the “NFV Open Area” accessible via https://docbox.etsi.org/ISG/NFV/Open/Drafts.
The ETSI ISG NFV is looking forward to future collaboration with the IETF TEAS when more progress towards the DGR/NFV-SOL017 takes place.

1) To provide information regarding the relevant specifications of IETF ACTN and their status.
2) In the eventuality in which the ETSI NFV ISG identifies additional requirements that are not currently addressed in the ACTN framework and models, can you please provide us the information on the possible options to inject these requirements in the current ACTN drafts work.
